et up and eat! (1 Kings 19:5)
GElijah was downcast. Queen Jezebel had just ordered
his death. Just a few days earlier, Elijah had found
himself in a moment of jubilation. He had just “outdueled”
four hundred prophets of the false god Baal.

In a matter of days, Elijah went from complete jubilation
to complete depression. He went from fearless confidence in
God to fearing for his life. He went from feeling like a special
messenger of God to feeling like a fruitless and worthless
vine. It was so bad that Elijah even asked God to take his life.

In this dire moment, God sent some food and an angel to
help Elijah. The angel told him, “Get up and eat, else the
journey will be too long for you” (1 Kings 19:7).

Like Elijah, we all have moments of jubilation and
moments of discouragement. We may be in prison, we may
be dealing with difficulties at work or at home, we may have
lost our confidence and feel like a failure. These moments of
hardship can sap the life right out of us.

In today’s Gospel, we see Jesus telling people that he is
the Bread of Life “that came down from heaven” (John 6:51).
Even greater than the food that God provided for Elijah,
Jesus offers us living bread, his own flesh. He offers us his
own life in the Eucharist so that we don’t ever have to lose
hope. As we take and eat, Jesus can minister to our fearful
and broken hearts. Even the simple act of eating this Bread
can help us feel better.

The Eucharist inspires us to hold on to our faith, even
when we are downcast. It reminds us that Jesus was
completely human, like us in every way except sin. He was
tempted just like us. He suffered like us. So he knows
firsthand what it’s like to be troubled.

So take and eat today, knowing that Jesus is with you
through even your most troubling times. He will give you his
energy for the long haul.

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Lecturas del 12 de Agosto
Yo soy el pan vivo que ha bajado del cielo. (Juan 6, 41)

Varios siglos antes de Cristo, el profeta Elias, postrado

por el desaliento y la fatiga, abandond la lucha y se
dispuso a esperar la muerte. Pero el Sefior lo levanté del
suefio mortal y le dio de comer. De esa manera, por medio de
su palabra y el alimento vital, Dios reanimé a Elias.

Jesus dijo a los fariseos y maestros de la ley que el Padre,
enviandolo a él desde el cielo, habia cumplido su promesa de
infundirles todo lo que ellos necesitaban saber para llevar
una vida recta. ;Qué significaba esto? Que escuchar y aceptar
las palabras de Jesus era escuchar y aceptar la ensefianza de
Dios, y lo contrario era rechazar dicha ensefianza.

Cuando aceptamos y obedecemos el mensaje de Jesus,
pasamos de la muerte a la vida: “Yo les aseguro que, quien
escucha mi palabra y cree en el que me envio, tiene vida
eterna y no serd condenado en el juicio, porque ya paso de la
muerte a la vida” (Juan 5, 24). Esta es la razon por la cual
Jesus afirma que todo el que cree tiene vida eterna. Asi, el
Padre actiia en nosotros comunicandonos fe para escuchar y
aceptar la palabra de Jesus y despertar en nosotros la fe en su
Hijo: “Nadie puede venir a mi, si no lo atrae el Padre, que me
ha enviado.”

Cristo dijo asimismo que él daria su cuerpo para la vida
del mundo y que todos debian comer de su carne. En esto
vemos un paralelo con el caso de Elifas. Dios salv6 a Elias de
la muerte comunicandole una palabra vivificante y dandole
alimento. Ahora, el Padre nos comunica vida espiritual a
nosotros, dandonos el pan de vida, que es al mismo tiempo la
Palabra vivificante de Dios y el Cuerpo vital de Jesus
Sacramentado.

“Cristo amado, te damos gracias por haberte quedado entre
nosotros, no sélo en la Palabra de Vida que leemos en la
Sagrada Escritura, sino también en el Santisimo Sacramento
del altar. Llénanos de tu gracia y tu amor cada vez que te

recibimos con amor en la Santa Comunién.”

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Lecturas del 19 de agosto
Yo soy el pan vivo, que ha bajado del cielo. (Juan 6, 51)

Normalmente pensamos que el pan es un alimento

fundamental para vivir, pero no decimos que el pan sea
“vivo”. Entonces, ;por qué dijo Jesus que él es el pan vivo? Por
dos razones: primero, porque él es la fuente de la vida divina, y
segundo, porque el Padre lo resucit6 de entre los muertos y lo
elevd a la dignidad de Sefior de la vida. El Padre le confirié vida
eterna a Jesus como hombre resucitado.

Jesus es nuestro pan verdadero porque bajo6 del cielo y se
hizo hombre. El es el don de la vida que el Padre concede al
mundo. En la Sagrada Eucaristia, el Padre continda dandonos a
Jesuis como pan vivificante; en la Eucaristia comemos y bebemos
a Jesus, porque el Hijo divino, ahora Sefior resucitado, se hace
nuestro alimento para la vida eterna.

Por eso Jesus habld con tanto énfasis a pesar de las
objeciones de los judios: “El que come mi carne y bebe mi sangre,
tiene vida eterna, y yo lo resucitaré en el dia tltimo.” Cuando
comemos su Cuerpo y bebemos su Sangre llegamos a vivir en
Cristo y él en nosotros y cuando permanecemos en Cristo
también permanecemos en el Padre, que es la fuente de vida en
todas sus formas.

La Eucaristia tiene un efecto poderoso: nos da la vida eterna
aqui y ahora, y nos hace tener parte en la divinidad de Jesus. La
vida eterna no es algo que vayamos a recibir s6lo al momento de
morir; es algo que poseemos ya desde esta vida. Ademas, el
Cuerpo y la Sangre de Jesds nos inmunizan contra la muerte.
Ahora mismo vivimos con Jesus y si nos mantenemos en
comunion con él, viviremos con él por toda la eternidad, porque
sabemos que cuando participamos del Cuerpo y la Sangre de
Cristo somos transformados en su propia imagen y pasamos a
tener parte en su resurreccion.

“Padre amado, jqué excelsos son tu amor y tu misericordia y qué
indignos somos nosotros de recibir los sublimes dones del Cuerpo y
la Sangre de Cristo tu Hijo amado!”

Cardinal Wuerl reflects on next steps in wake
of allegations against former archbishop

n June 20, 2018, the Archdiocese of New York

announced that an allegation of abuse of a male

teenager, against Cardinal Theodore McCarrick when

he was a New York priest nearly 50 years ago, was
deemed “credible and substantiated.” The retired prelate was
subsequently removed from public ministry.

At the same time as the New York Archdiocese
announcement, the Archdiocese of Newark and Diocese of
Metuchen in New Jersey revealed that confidential and
undisclosed financial settlements were made in two cases
alleging that Bishop McCarrick, when he was bishop there,
engaged in misconduct with adult seminarians. These
settlements, it later turns out, were made in 2005, after
Archbishop McCarrick was already serving in the Archdiocese of
Washington, and in 2007 after he retired. The Archdiocese of
Washington was not informed of the settlements and certainly
was not involved in them. Both confidential settlements came to
light only in 2018.

The New York Times subsequently printed an account of a man,
now 60, who said that then-Father McCarrick abused him in his
youth. As a bishop, McCarrick reportedly continued a sexually
abusive relationship with the man over nearly two decades.

Cardinal McCarrick, who became the archbishop of Washington
in 2001 and retired in 2006, denied the first allegation and has not
commented on the subsequent reports.

On July 28, it was announced that Pope Francis had accepted
Cardinal McCarrick’s resignation from the College of Cardinals,
and requested that Cardinal McCarrick withdraw to a life of
prayer and penance in seclusion until the completion of the
canonical process.

The same day that the New York allegation was made public,
Cardinal Wuerl wrote a letter to local Catholics, expressing shock
and sadness at the news, and noting that the final determination
of the case would come from Rome. He said a review of the
Archdiocese of Washington’s records found that no claim of any
kind was made against now-Archbishop McCarrick during his
tenure in Washington.

Cardinal Wuerl noted, “Our first priority as a Church is to
continue to offer spiritual and pastoral support for the survivors
of abuse and their families, and to provide assistance to help them
heal and find peace.” He noted that the archdiocese would
continue to work diligently to ensure that parishes, schools and
youth programs remain safe and secure for the young entrusted to
the Church’s care, and he encouraged local Catholics to pray for
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“all those who have been victimized by abuse, and for our Church,
that everyone may experience the healing power of God’s grace.”

The following is the text of an interview with Cardinal Wuerl
by the Catholic Standard, a newspaper of the Archdiocese of
Washington.

1. In your letter to local Catholics regarding Archbishop
McCarrick, you noted the first priority for the Church is to
continue its spiritual and pastoral support for abuse
survivors and their families. What is your message to them
in the aftermath of the news regarding Archbishop
McCarrick?

In every communication with our Catholic faithful, clergy,
religious and laity as this tragedy and its details unfolded, I have
emphasized that our first concern must always be with those who
have suffered abuse. In this case, as with other cases, it is
imperative that the leadership of the Catholic Church encourage
survivors to step forward, address abuse claims, and focus its
attention and care on the survivors of abuse.

In our spiritual and pastoral ministries, we will continue to
console, heal and nurture those most in need. We will support
them and their families, and provide assistance to help them find
peace and experience the healing power of God’s grace.

2. Over the past month, the Archbishop McCarrick scandal
has shifted a couple times. It was initially just one claim in
New York, but then the Diocese of Metuchen and the
Archdiocese of Newark disclosed the existence of
confidential settlements for claims made by adults against
him. There have also been numerous stories or blog posts
that repeated long-standing rumors or innuendos that may
be out there regarding Archbishop McCarrick. How will
these be addressed?

In the past month, I have seen some of those now public
reports. But in my years here in Washington and even before that,
I had not heard them. With rumors - especially old rumors going
back 30, 40, even 50 years - there is not much we can do unless
people come forward to share what they know or what they
experienced.

The action taken by Pope Francis within the past few days,
accepting now-Archbishop McCarrick’s resignation from the
College of Cardinals affirms what many of us have been saying for
some time: that the Church must act decisively to show that we
have heard the voices of the faithful who demand action. To that
point, it remains important for us to have the fullest picture of the
claims against Archbishop McCarrick.

We are seeing some brave survivors step forward to speak to
the media, and share their stories. This is a good first step, but I
would hope these individuals and any others with claims of abuse
would come forward and speak with Church authorities - either
here at the Archdiocese of Washington or in the diocese where

they reside. The claims that have been made are profoundly
troubling; individuals should not have to bear them alone. The
Church wants to accompany those in pain, to offer pastoral or
therapeutic assistance, to help heal their wounds.

We understand that for those who have been abused, there is
the fear of retaliation or shame, there remains anger, and perhaps
doubt that justice will be done. The Catholic Church has spent
many years working to create an environment for survivors to tell
their stories, and working to act on their claims, but I understand
their hesitancy even today. I would hope, however, that people
with knowledge of such acts will come forward so that we can
investigate and give these claims full and fair consideration. That
is why we continue to call on all with information to come
forward.

3. You met with the priests of the Archdiocese of
Washington to discuss this matter. This news must be
especially heart-rending to the priests who worked with
Archbishop McCarrick, who were ordained by him or who
served in parishes or other ministries when he was
archbishop here. How can they find healing in confronting
this matter?

Priests in particular feel the pain of the failure of a brother
priest. The bonds of commitment and ministry are strong, and we
can feel extraordinary disappointment. Priests also remind me
that when there is a failure in the actions of one priest, we all are
somehow held accountable.

In the meeting with our priests, I think we all recognized the
pain and sadness of the human condition, our need for God’s
grace every day to carry out our ministry, and our need to support
one another just as we struggle to support the faithful entrusted to
our care.

One way to at least begin the process is to actually speak about
it frankly, and that was what we did in our meeting. We discussed
the media accounts of rumors involving Archbishop McCarrick
and that until the New York allegation was made public, there
really had been no substantiation of them, certainly not here in
Washington. And I was asked whether I had any knowledge of
the specific allegation in New York, which I had never heard
before. So it was frank conversation.

We share the conviction that any abusive behavior, any form of
harassment or sexual misconduct is a betrayal of our ordination
promises. In attempting to understand how this happened, it
enables each of us to better communicate to those we serve who
are feeling just as disappointed and hurt, if not more so for the
breach of trust.

4. You also met with the archdiocese’s seminarians
and spoke with them about this. What are your hopes
and prayers for these men moving forward, as they
continue discerning a call to serve Christ and his Church
as priests?

My concern for the seminarians is that they would not have
their zeal and idealism in any way tarnished by the failure of any
priest. One of the consoling things for me in that meeting, as I
listened to their comments and observations, was the recognition
that these young men are firmly grounded in their faith and their
spiritual life is truly focused on Jesus, the Lord. Iremained
impressed with their maturity. They are the heirs of the
experience of social media and so are really not completely
shocked by such tragic news. Disappointed yes, but sexual abuse
in our culture and society is not news to them.

We hold this great treasure in earthen vessels, Saint Paul tells
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us. The seminary is a place where we try to realize all the more
how precious the treasure is and our need as an earthen vessel to
be as attentive as possible to the work of God’s grace in our lives.
It was important that we met at Saint John Paul IT Seminary, that
we prayed together for the survivors of abuse, and that we
reaffirmed our commitment to reflect Christ’s love and mercy on
our vocational journey.

At every ordination and throughout the year, I talk with my
brother priests and our seminarians about the holy life to which
we are called, and about the faithful love that is at the heart of
priestly ministry. Remaining true to that call, trying to be icons of
Christ in our community and our world, is needed today more
than ever.

5. The family of faith in the Archdiocese of Washington,
in its parishes, schools and agencies, has also experienced
the shock and disappointment of the news involving
their former archbishop. How do you hope that they can
find healing?

The news regarding Archbishop McCarrick was a great shock
to our Church in Washington. There is understandable anger,
both on a personal level due to the charges, but also more broadly
at the Church. Our faithful have lived through such scandals
before, and they are demanding accountability. I believe the
actions taken by Pope Francis clearly reflect an understanding
that we must move swiftly to address claims of any form of abuse
or serious breach of trust by ministers of the Church, no matter
who they may be or what position they may hold. Acknowledging
such grave breaches of trust and seeking forgiveness open the
doors for healing.

The starting point for our own healing is the recognition that
God is with his Church and that the Church does not depend on
any individual human being, and that God’s grace is at work
among us through all of those whom he calls to ministry or to any
other particular pathway in life.

I would hope we would not lose sight of the larger vision of our
Church. Across the archdiocese we have many, many fine priests,
deacons, and religious, we have lay staff and volunteers in
parishes and Catholic Charities, who do amazing things for their
neighbors every day. For all of the necessary attention we must
give to the current crisis, I would hope that as part of the healing
process we come to see the good we accomplish every day and
that we continue to share God’s love across our archdiocese.

Opening our hearts to God in prayer also helps in healing, and
our faith helps us see beyond the failure of any person, and helps
us hold fast to the mystery of God’s goodness at work in this world
and in the Church, the mystical Body of Christ, and in the
priesthood that is lived in so many good, effective, caring and
faithful priests. We should pray for all who may have in any way
been harmed by Archbishop McCarrick, and we should also pray
for him.

6. When hearing of scandals in the Catholic Church, there
are those in the broader community, including some who
have drifted away from the Church, who might regard such
news as a reaffirmation of their disbelief in the Church as an
institution or in the truth that it seeks to teach. What would
you say to them?

It is understandable that some people hear this latest news and
see it as confirmation of their lack of faith in the Church, or their
lack of trust in its leadership. People were rightfully angry over
the child sex abuse scandals, which we continue to address. It
means we must work harder.

Perhaps one of the reasons the news about Archbishop
MecCarrick was so stunning was because here in Washington, we
had together made such great strides, not only in growing the
faith, but also in serving those in need, and, yes, protecting the
most vulnerable members of our community.

While the reports today of sexual abuse almost always refer to
actions taken years and even decades ago, we must continue to
take them seriously, fully investigate them and offer survivors
support and healing,

Our own record in this Archdiocese is that we have made in the
past, and continue to make now, every effort to address abuse. Our
Archdiocese has a well-developed and enforced Child Protection
Policy and a well-functioning Child Protection Advisory Board
that meets regularly and reviews the policy and its
implementation.

The annual audit by an outside professional audit team has
consistently affirmed the quality of our protection and education
programs and our fidelity to the Charter for the Protection of
Children and Young People.

This does not mitigate in any way the pain these alleged actions
have brought on the survivors and their families, and on the
members of the Church. We are at a moment where, again, we
must acknowledge such wrongdoing whenever it occurs. We
must continue to press forward with what was started in the June
2002 meeting in Dallas to address, as a Conference of Bishops, the
question of clergy abuse.

The efforts at education, prevention and child protection have
taken hold. That we continue to deal with scandal from decades
ago — while also seeing far fewer abuse claims from current times
- is areminder of what we must continue to do. It is a reminder
that we must create an environment where survivors continue to
come forward to seek justice and healing, and that we as a Church
must acknowledge the pain of all those affected by abuse and do
all we can to bring them God’s grace and healing,

Personally, T have drawn great consolation from the recognition
that, like her Divine Master and Founder, the Church is an
incarnational reality. It has a divine as well as a human aspect.
The Church is the home of Christ’s continuing presence, in the
sacraments, especially the Eucharist, in the Word of God, and in
the lives and works of charity of so many faithful. Nonetheless, all
that is transmitted through human beings. Jesus chose to found
his Church on the Apostles and called them to carry out his work.

In the long history of the Church, not all bishops, the
successors to the Apostles, have been perfect. That is a reality
which we live with because we understand that we are all sinners
in need of God’s grace and mercy. In the meantime, our task is to
support one another and to help one another to be everything that
Christ asks us to be, to stand for and live in his truth.



Cardenal Wuerl reflexiona sobre los proximos
pasos a raiz de las acusaciones contra ex
arzobispo

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El 20 de junio de 2018, la Arquididcesis de
Nueva York anuncié que una acusacion por
abuso de un adolescente varon contra el
cardenal Theodore McCarrick cuando era
sacerdote de Nueva York hace casi 50 afios,
se consideraba "creible y justificada". El
prelado jubilado fue posteriormente
removido del ministerio publico.

Al mismo tiempo del anuncio de la
Arquidiocesis de Nueva York, la
Arquididcesis de Newark y la Didcesis de
Metuchen en Nueva Jersey revelaron haber
hecho arreglos financieros confidenciales y
no divulgados en dos casos alegando que el
Obispo McCarrick, cuando era obispo alli,
incurrié en mala conducta con adultos seminaristas. Estos arreglos, seglin se supo mas tarde, se realizaron en 2005, después
de que el Arzobispo McCarrick ya prestaba servicios en la Arquidiécesis de Washington, y en 2007 después de su retiro. La
Arquididcesis de Washington no fue informada de esos arreglos, y ciertamente no estuvo involucrada en ellos. Ambos
acuerdos confidenciales salieron a la luz solo en 2018.

El periédico The New York Times imprimi6 posteriormente el relato de un hombre, ahora de 60 afios, que dijo que el padre
McCarrick abusé de él en su juventud. Segln los informes, McCarrick, como Obispo, continud una relacion sexualmente
abusiva con el hombre durante casi dos décadas. EI cardenal McCarrick, que se convirtié en el arzobispo de Washington en
2001 y se retir6 en 2006, neg6 la primera acusacion y no ha comentado los informes posteriores.

El 28 de julio, se anuncio que el papa Francisco habia aceptado la renuncia del Cardenal McCarrick del Colegio de
Cardenales, y solicité que el Cardenal McCarrick se retirara a una vida de oracién y penitencia en reclusion hasta la
finalizacién del proceso canonico.

El mismo dia en que se hizo pablica la acusacion de Nueva York, el Cardenal Wuerl escribi6 una carta a los catdlicos
locales, expresando conmocion y tristeza por las noticias, sefialando que la determinacion final del caso provendria de
Roma. Dijo que una revision de los registros de la Arquidiocesis de Washington encontré que no se hizo ninguin tipo de
reclamo en contra del ahora arzobispo McCarrick durante su mandato en Washington.

El Cardenal Wuerl sefialé: "Nuestra primera prioridad como Iglesia es continuar ofreciendo apoyo espiritual y pastoral a los
sobrevivientes de abuso y sus familias, y brindar asistencia para ayudarlos a sanar y encontrar la paz". Sefial6é que la
arquididcesis continuaria trabajando diligentemente para garantizar que las parroquias, las escuelas y los programas
juveniles permanezcan seguros para los jovenes confiados al cuidado de la Iglesia, y alent6 a los catdlicos locales a orar por
"todos aquellos que han sido victimas de abuso, y por nuestra Iglesia, para que todos puedan experimentar el poder sanador
de la gracia de Dios".

El siguiente es el texto de una entrevista con el Cardenal Wuerl hecha por El Pregonero un periddico de la Arquididcesis de
Washington.



1. En su carta a los catdlicos locales con respecto al Arzobispo McCarrick, usted hizo notar que la primera prioridad
para la Iglesia es continuar su apoyo espiritual y pastoral para los sobrevivientes de abuso y sus familias. ¢ Cual es su
mensaje para ellos después de las noticias sobre el Arzobispo McCarrick?

En cada comunicacion con nuestros fieles catdlicos, clérigos, religiosos y laicos a medida que esta tragedia y sus detalles se
desarrollaban, he enfatizado que nuestra primera preocupacion debe ser siempre con aquellos que han sufrido abusos. En
este caso, al igual que en otros casos, es imperativo que el liderazgo de la Iglesia Catélica aliente a los sobrevivientes a dar
un paso al frente, abordar los reclamos de abuso y enfocar su atencion y cuidado en los sobrevivientes de abuso.

En nuestros ministerios espirituales y pastorales, continuaremos consolando, sanando y nutriendo a los mas necesitados.
Los apoyaremos a ellos y a sus familias, y les brindaremos asistencia para ayudarles a encontrar la paz y experimentar el
poder sanador de la gracia de Dios.

2. Durante el mes pasado, el escandalo del Arzobispo McCarrick ha cambiado un par de veces. Inicialmente era sélo
un reclamo en Nueva York, pero luego la Diécesis de Metuchen y la Arquididcesis de Newark revelaron la existencia
de acuerdos confidenciales por reclamos hechos por adultos en su contra. También ha habido numerosas historias o
publicaciones en blogs que repetian rumores o insinuaciones de larga data que podrian existir con respecto al
Arzobispo McCarrick. { Cémo se abordaran?

En el tltimo mes, he visto algunos de esos informes ahora publicos. Pero en mis afios aqui en Washington e incluso antes
de eso, no los habia escuchado. Con los rumores, especialmente los antiguos rumores que datan de hace 30, 40 o incluso 50
afios, no hay mucho que podamos hacer a menos que las personas compartan lo que saben o lo que experimentaron.

La accion tomada por el papa Francisco en los Ultimos dias, aceptando la renuncia del Arzobispo McCarrick del Colegio de
Cardenales afirma lo que muchos de nosotros hemos estado diciendo durante algun tiempo: que la Iglesia debe actuar de
manera decisiva para demostrar que hemos escuchado las voces de los fieles que demandan accién. Hasta ese punto, sigue
siendo importante para nosotros tener la imagen méas completa de las acusaciones contra el Arzobispo McCarrick.

Estamos viendo a algunos valientes sobrevivientes dar un paso adelante para hablar con los medios y compartir sus
historias. Este es un buen primer paso, pero espero que estas personas y cualquier otra persona con reclamos de abuso se
presenten y hablen con las autoridades de la Iglesia, ya sea aqui en la Arquididcesis de Washington o en la didcesis donde
residen. Las acusaciones que se han hecho son profundamente preocupantes; las personas no deberian tener que cargarlas
solos. La Iglesia quiere acompafiar a los que sufren, para ofrecerles ayuda pastoral o terapéutica, para ayudarles a sanar sus
heridas.

Entendemos que para aquellos que han sido abusados, existe el temor de represalias o vergiienza, que el enojo permanece, y
que tal vez dudan de que se haga justicia. La Iglesia Catélica ha pasado muchos afos trabajando para crear un entorno para
que los sobrevivientes cuenten sus historias, y trabajando para actuar segun sus reclamos, pero entiendo su vacilacion
incluso hoy en dia. Sin embargo, espero que las personas con conocimiento de tales actos se presenten para que podamos
investigar y dar a esos reclamos una consideracion plena y justa. Es por eso que seguimos haciendo un Ilamado para que se
presenten, a todos los que tengan informacion.

3. Usted se reunié con los sacerdotes de la Arquididcesis de Washington para discutir este asunto. Esta noticia debe
ser especialmente desgarradora para los sacerdotes que trabajaron con el Arzobispo McCarrick, los que fueron
ordenados por él o que sirvieron en parroquias u otros ministerios cuando él era arzobispo aqui. ;Cémo pueden
encontrar curacion al enfrentar este asunto?

Los sacerdotes en particular sienten el dolor del fracaso de un hermano sacerdote. Los lazos de compromiso y ministerio
son fuertes y podemos sentir una desilusion extraordinaria. Los sacerdotes también me recuerdan que cuando hay un
fracaso en las acciones de un sacerdote, todos somos responsables de alguna manera.

En la reunion con nuestros sacerdotes, creo que todos reconocimos el dolor y la tristeza de la condicion humana, nuestra
necesidad de la gracia de Dios todos los dias para llevar a cabo nuestro ministerio, y nuestra necesidad de apoyarnos unos a
otros justo cuando luchamos para apoyar a los fieles confiados a nuestro cuidado.



Una forma de por lo menos comenzar el proceso es hablar francamente sobre el asunto, y eso fue lo que hicimos en nuestra
reunion. Discutimos los informes de los medios sobre los rumores que involucraban al arzobispo McCarrick y que hasta
que la acusacion de Nueva York se hiciera puablica, realmente no habia habido confirmacion de ellos, ciertamente no aqui
en Washington. Y me preguntaron si tenia conocimiento de la acusacion especifica en Nueva York, que yo nunca habia
escuchado antes. Por lo tanto, fue una conversacion franca.

Compartimos la conviccion de que cualquier comportamiento abusivo, cualquier forma de acoso o mala conducta sexual es
una traicién a nuestras promesas de ordenacion. El tratar de entender coémo sucedié esto, nos permite a cada uno de
nosotros comunicarnos mejor con aquellos a quienes servimos que se sienten tan decepcionados y heridos, si no mas por el
abuso de confianza.

4. También se reunio con los seminaristas de la arquididcesis y hablo con ellos sobre esto. ¢ Cuales son sus
esperanzas y oraciones para que estos hombres avancen, mientras contintian discerniendo un llamado para servir a
Cristo y su Iglesia como sacerdotes?

Mi preocupacion por los seminaristas es que no vean empafiado su celo e idealismo por el fracaso de ningln sacerdote. Una
de las cosas reconfortantes para mi en esa reunion, mientras escuchaba sus comentarios y observaciones, fue el
reconocimiento de que estos jovenes estan firmemente arraigados en su fe y su vida espiritual esta verdaderamente centrada
en Jesus, el Sefior. Me quedé impresionado con su madurez. Ellos son los herederos de la experiencia de las redes sociales
y, por lo tanto, no estan del todo sorprendidos por esas tragicas noticias. Decepcionados si, pero el abuso sexual en nuestra
cultura y sociedad no es nuevo para ellos.

Sostenemos este gran tesoro en vasijas de barro, nos dice San Pablo. EI seminario es un lugar donde tratamos de darnos
cuenta aln mas de cuan precioso es el tesoro y de nuestra necesidad, como un recipiente de barro, de estar lo mas atentos
posible al trabajo de la gracia de Dios en nuestras vidas. Fue importante que nos reuniéramos en el Seminario San Juan
Pablo 11, que rezaramos juntos por los sobrevivientes del abuso, y que reafirmaramos nuestro compromiso de reflejar el
amor y la misericordia de Cristo en nuestro camino vocacional.

En cada ordenacion y durante todo el afio, hablo con mis hermanos sacerdotes y nuestros seminaristas sobre la vida santa a
la que somos Ilamados, y sobre el amor fiel que esta en el corazon del ministerio sacerdotal. Mantenernos fieles a esa
llamada, tratando de ser iconos de Cristo en nuestra comunidad y en nuestro mundo, es necesario hoy mas que nunca.

5. La familia de fe de la Arquididcesis de Washington ha experimentado también, en sus parroquias, escuelas y
agencias, el impacto y la decepcién de las noticias que involucran a su ex arzobispo. ¢ Como espera que puedan
encontrar la sanacion?

Las noticias sobre el Arzobispo McCarrick fueron una gran sorpresa para nuestra Iglesia en Washington. Existe una rabia
comprensible, tanto a nivel personal debido a los cargos, como a nivel mas general en la Iglesia. Nuestros fieles han vivido
antes esos escandalos y exigen responsabilidad. Creo que las acciones tomadas por el papa Francisco reflejan claramente el
entendimiento de que debemos actuar rapidamente para abordar los reclamos de cualquier forma de abuso o infracciones
graves de confianza por parte de los ministros de la Iglesia, sin importar quiénes sean o qué posicién ocupen. Reconocer
tales infracciones graves de confianza y buscar el perdén abren las puertas para la sanacion.

El punto de partida para nuestra propia sanacion es el reconocimiento de que Dios esta con su Iglesia y que la Iglesia no
depende de ningun ser humano individual, y que la gracia de Dios obra entre nosotros a través de todos aquellos a quienes
él llama al ministerio o cualquier otro camino particular en la vida.

Espero que no perdamos de vista la vision mas amplia de nuestra Iglesia. En toda la arquididcesis tenemos muchos, muchos
buenos sacerdotes, diaconos y religiosos, tenemos personal laico y voluntarios en parroquias y Caridades Catolicas que
hacen cosas increibles para sus vecinos todos los dias. Por toda la atencion que debemos prestar a la crisis actual, espero
que, como parte del proceso de curacion, veamos el bien que realizamos todos los dias y que continuemos compartiendo el
amor de Dios en toda nuestra arquidiocesis.

Abrir nuestros corazones a Dios en oracién también ayuda a sanar, y nuestra fe nos ayuda a ver mas alla del fracaso de
cualquier persona, y nos ayuda a aferrarnos al misterio de la bondad de Dios en el trabajo en este mundo y en la Iglesia, el
Cuerpo mistico de Cristo, y en el sacerdocio que se vive en tantos sacerdotes buenos, efectivos, afectuosos y fieles.



Debemos orar por todos los que puedan haber sido perjudicados de algin modo por el Arzobispo McCarrick, y también
debemos orar por él.

6. Cuando se escuchan escandalos en la Iglesia Catolica, hay personas en la comunidad mas amplia, incluidas
algunas que se han apartado de la Iglesia, que podrian considerar tales noticias como una reafirmacion de su
incredulidad en la Iglesia como institucion o en la verdad que ella busca ensefiar. ¢ Qué les diria a ellos?

Es comprensible que algunas personas escuchen estas Gltimas noticias y las vean como una confirmacion de su falta de fe
en la Iglesia o de su falta de confianza en su liderazgo. La gente estaba justamente enojada por los escandalos de abuso
sexual infantil, que seguimos abordando. Esto significa que debemos trabajar mas duro.

Tal vez una de las razones por las que las noticias sobre el Arzobispo McCarrick fueron tan asombrosas fue porque aqui en
Washington, habiamos logrado juntos grandes avances, no sélo en aumentar la fe, sino también en ayudar a los necesitados
y, si, en proteger a los miembros mas vulnerables de nuestra comunidad.

Si bien los informes de abusos sexuales casi siempre se refieren a acciones llevadas a cabo afios e incluso décadas atras,
debemos continuar tomandolos en serio, investigarlos completamente y ofrecer apoyo y sanacion a los sobrevivientes.

Nuestro propio récord en esta Arquidiocesis es que hemos hecho en el pasado, y continuamos haciendo ahora, todos los
esfuerzos para abordar el abuso. Nuestra Arquidiocesis tiene una Politica de Proteccion Infantil bien desarrollada e
implementada y una Junta Asesora de Proteccion Infantil que funciona bien y se reline regularmente y revisa la politica y su
implementacion.

La auditoria anual realizada por un equipo externo de auditoria profesional ha confirmado consistentemente la calidad de
nuestros programas de proteccion y educacion y nuestra fidelidad a la Carta para la Proteccion de Nifios y Jovenes.

Esto no mitiga en modo alguno el dolor que estas supuestas acciones han provocado en los sobrevivientes y sus familias, y
en los miembros de la Iglesia. Estamos en un momento en el que, nuevamente, debemos reconocer tal maldad siempre que
ocurra. Debemos continuar presionando con lo que se inicié en la reunién de junio de 2002 en Dallas para abordar, como
una Conferencia de Obispos, la cuestion del abuso del clero.

Los esfuerzos en educacion, prevencion y proteccion infantil se han consolidado. EI hecho de que sigamos lidiando con
escandalos de hace décadas, al tiempo que vemos muchas menos reclamaciones por abuso en los tiempos actuales, es un
recordatorio de lo que debemos continuar haciendo. Es un recordatorio de que debemos crear un entorno en el que los
sobrevivientes continen buscando justicia y sanacion, y que nosotros como Iglesia debemos reconocer el dolor de todos
los afectados por el abuso y hacer todo lo posible para brindarles la gracia y la sanidad de Dios.

Personalmente, yo he logrado un gran consuelo del reconocimiento de que, como su Divino Maestro y Fundador, la Iglesia
es una realidad encarnada. Tiene un aspecto tanto divino como humano. La Iglesia es el hogar de la presencia continua de
Cristo, en los sacramentos, especialmente en la Eucaristia, en la Palabra de Dios, y en las vidas y obras de caridad de tantos
fieles. No obstante, todo eso se transmite a través de los seres humanos. Jesus eligié fundar su Iglesia en los Apdstoles y los
Ilamo a llevar a cabo su trabajo.

En la larga historia de la Iglesia, no todos los obispos, los sucesores de los Apdstoles, han sido perfectos. Esa es una
realidad con la que vivimos porque entendemos que todos somos pecadores que necesitan la gracia y la misericordia de
Dios. Mientras tanto, nuestra tarea es apoyarnos unos a otros y ayudarnos mutuamente a ser todo lo que Cristo nos pide que
seamos, defender y vivir en su verdad.
