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Readings for February 9 
 

. . . that they may see your good deeds and glorify your heavenly 
Father. (Matthew 5:16) 

Be salt that’s really salty; be a lamp set on a high stand. Those 
are tough standards to live by! This passage might make you feel 
like you have to get out on a soapbox and start preaching on a 
street corner—right now. Of course, you should talk to people 
about your faith, but it’s not the only way to be a salty, light-filled, 
positive influence. 

One of the most effective ways you have an impact on the 
world around you is in how you behave. Your actions speak 
volumes to family, friends, neighbors, even strangers. Jesus 
himself says that our “good deeds” help people see and glorify 
God (Matthew 5:16). Isaiah goes so far as to say that actions like 
sharing what we have and not turning our back on people have 
the power to turn the gloom around us into “midday” (58:10). 

If you look around, you’re certain to see areas that seem dark. 
Gossip might be out of control in your neighborhood. At home, 
your spouse might be deflated by a setback at work. A child you 
know might be the victim of bullying. There may even be a poor 
or homeless family huddled just outside your church door. 

So how do you shine? Change the subject if a conversation 
starts veering into gossip. Make your spouse’s favorite dinner, 
and listen while they unburden their heart. Offer an encouraging 
word to a sullen teenager. Bring a bagged lunch to give away the 
next time you go to church. Or share your copy of The Word 
Among Us with someone in your neighborhood or workplace. The 
opportunities really are endless. 

You can be a light in your everyday world. And as you’re 
trying your best to shine, God will be shining through you. That 
means the people who see you will also see their heavenly Father. 

“Father, I want to be a light that shows people your love and 
mercy.”

ue. . . brille la luz de ustedes. (Mateo 5, 16) 
En muchos lugares se celebra hoy el Día Mundial del 
Matrimonio. Pero no es el festejo de un día lo que más 

importa; es el reconocimiento público de la institución del 
“matrimonio” para renovar sus infinitas bondades. Ninguna otra 
institución hace tanto ni es tan indispensable para la especie 
humana como el matrimonio. Recordemos que, siendo instituido 
por Dios, no genera nada negativo para los esposos ni para 
nadie, sino mucho de positivo, y de hecho es el que ordena y 
preserva la especie humana. 

Es preciso usar los términos auténticos: los esposos, el 
marido y la mujer, el matrimonio y la relación conyugal. Eso de 
“relación de pareja” deja por fuera el compromiso serio y 
sacramental del matrimonio. Con razón hay tantos hoy que “se 
acompañan”, pero no se casan. ¿No es esto falta de amor 
verdadero, pues no hay entrega completa, y es un concepto 
egocéntrico de la vida matrimonial y familiar? 

Si el hombre y la mujer se consideran adultos y maduros 
como para compartir la vida, ¿por qué no se casan? Algunos 
dicen “por si no nos avenimos bien” y mientras tanto engendran 
hijos que, a su vez, tienen un futuro incierto y que, llegada la 
vida adulta, posiblemente opten por la misma fórmula, aparte 
de que se privan de la bendición de los sacramentos. 

Esto es irresponsable e inmaduro. Si hay amor verdadero, el 
Sacramento del Matrimonio les concede las gracias necesarias 
para “avenirse” bien para toda la vida. El matrimonio es escuela 
de vida y cuantos así lo entienden forman familias duraderas, 
felices y fructíferas. 

Por eso, rendimos hoy homenaje a todos los matrimonios 
sacramentales que llevan una vida conyugal y familiar 
verdadera, donde los hijos florecen, y más tarde, viendo los 
ejemplos de sus progenitores, fundarán matrimonios y familias 
felices y estables también. Esta es la voluntad de Dios.
