Readings for November 24

Power, influence, authority, leadership—that’s what we

usually think of when we hear the word “king.” Certainly,
with his soldiers and guards, a king would be able to save
himself from danger. But as we celebrate the solemnity of Christ
the King today, our readings show us a different kind of king,
someone who challenges our core assumptions about power
and leadership.

When Pope Pius XI instituted this feast in 1925, he was
responding to a culture he felt was rejecting Jesus and his ways.
At a time when Hitler, Mussolini, and Stalin were rising to
power, Pius XI wanted to draw the world’s attention back to
Jesus, the only One who could bring lasting peace. It was not the
“peace” of a totalitarian ruler exercising power to eliminate
opposition. It was the peace of a king who chose not to save
himself but instead offered himself for our sake to reconcile us
to God. This is the peace that he won for us as he poured out his
very life’s blood on Calvary (Colossians 1:20).

That’s why our Gospel today presents Jesus as a king who
reigns from the cross. He freely emptied himself even though, as
our second reading reminds us, “in him all the fullness was
pleased to dwell” (Colossians 1:19). He refused to come down
from the cross because his mission was to save us, not to
conquer us. He did not rise to the bait of the soldiers who
goaded him to save himself (Luke 23:37). He chose instead to
focus his attention on the thief crucified beside him who
pleaded for mercy (23:43).

Jesus turns our concept of kingship on its head. Power made
strong by humility and self-emptying. Influence and authority
exercised through self-sacrifice and mercy. Leadership
displayed in service. Let’s embrace Jesus and his kingdom today.
Let’s pray that it be more fully established in us and through us
in our world.

“Lord, thy kingdom come; thy will be done on earth as it is in

heaven!”

OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST, KING OF THE UNIVERSE

Lecturas del 24 de Noviembre

ste es el Rey de los judios. (Lucas 23, 38)
EDice el padre Raniero Cantalamessa, predicador de la

Residencia Pontificia, que la Solemnidad de Cristo Rey la
estableci6 el Papa Pio XI en 1925 en respuesta a los regimenes
politicos ateos y opuestos a Dios y a la Iglesia, como sucedi6, por
ejemplo, en la revolucién mexicana, cuando muchos cristianos
afrontaron la muerte exclamando: “jViva Cristo Rey!”
La fiesta es reciente, pero su idea central nace con el cristianismo,
cuando Cristo empieza a reinar en el mundo. La cruz es su trono,
pues habia encima de él una inscripcién: “Este es el Rey de los
judios.” Aquello que para los enemigos de Cristo justificaba su
condena era, a los ojos del Padre celestial, 1a proclamacién de su
soberania universal.

La liturgia misma, en la reforma que sigui6 al Concilio Vaticano
I], sintié la necesidad de trasladar el acento de la fiesta, haciendo
énfasis en su aspecto humano y espiritual, mas que en el “politico”.
La oracién de la solemnidad pide ahora que “toda criatura, libre de
la esclavitud del pecado, le sirva y alabe sin fin.”

En esta perspectiva, la cuestion importante no es establecer si
Cristo reina o no en el mundo, sino si reina o no dentro de mi; no se
trata de si su realeza estd reconocida por los Estados y por los
gobiernos del mundo, sino si es reconocida y vivida en mi propia
persona. ;Es Cristo Rey y Sefior de mi vida? ;Quién reina dentro de
mi?

Segun San Pablo, existen dos modos posibles de vivir: para uno
mismo o para el Sefior (Romanos 14, 7-9). “Para uno mismo” indica
una existencia orientada solo a la satisfaccion personal y a la propia
gloria, sin perspectiva de eternidad. Vivir “para el Sefior” significa
vivir para obedecer a Cristo, para su gloria y para su Reino.

Es una nueva existencia, frente a la cual la muerte pierde su
caracter irreparable. La contradiccién mas radical ya no es aquella
entre vivir o morir, sino entre vivir para uno mismo o para el
Seiior. ;Para quién vives tu?

“Amado Sefior Jesus, quiero vivir exclusivamente para ti y tu

gloria.”
