Readings for December 8
q shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse. (Isaiah 11:1)

Have you ever seen a Jesse Tree? It's an ancient

Advent tradition consisting of a carving, painting, or
stained-glass window—even an actual tree—that portrays
the people, prophecies, and events leading up to the birth of
the Messiah. Jesus is usually at the top. Many medieval Jesse
Trees also included a depiction of Jesse himself lying at the
base of the tree. That’s because the design comes from
today’s first reading: a shoot sprouting “from the stump of
Jesse” (Isaiah 11:1).

Jesse was the father of King David and an ancestor of
Jesus, so the branches of the Jesse Tree are meant to display
Jesus’ rich and varied heritage. The Tree reminds us how
faithful God was during the “long Advent” when his people
waited for the Messiah. Each person and event represented
on the tree depicts part of God’s plan to save his people.
Prophets like Jeremiah and Isaiah often show up. So do
David, Solomon, and other kings, as well as virtuous women
like Ruth, Esther, and Susanna.

Even if you don’t decorate a Jesse Tree in your home, the
ideas behind it can help you prepare for Christmas. During
Advent, it’s traditional to review stories from the Old
Testament that promise the coming of the Messiah. Stories
of these ancestors of Jesus illustrate God’s commitment to
his plan to save us. It's a commitment that stretched from
the very beginning, through thousands of years, right up to
Christmas Day. It's a commitment too that reaches even to
the present.

Jesus’ birth has brought about something new and
wonderful, and the Jesse Tree illustrates it: a salvation that is
far more wide-reaching than we ever could have imagined.

“Heavenly Father, thank you for your faithfulness to your

promises! Thank you for making me a part of your family.”

Lecturas del 8 de Diciembre

Cuando San Juan Bautista aparecié proclamando el Reino de Dios

en las colinas de Judea, sus palabras resonaron como un trueno en
la vida cotidiana de sus connacionales. Israel no tenia profetas desde
hacia 400 afios y esto era muy novedoso, asi que la gente se aglomeraba
para escuchar el mensaje: “jVuélvanse a Dios, porque el Reino de los
cielos esta cerca!”

Juan no tenia deferencias especiales para los ricos y poderosos y
condenaba el pecado dondequiera lo encontraba: en la corte real, en el
templo o en la gente. Por eso reprendia a los saduceos y fariseos que iban
a bautizarse sin arrepentirse de corazén, y recalcaba que el solo hecho de
cumplir los rituales no los libraria del castigo por el pecado (Mateo 3, 7-
10).

Este mensaje es tan valido hoy como lo fue entonces y se aplica a
nosotros tanto como a los judios de hace siglos. ;Qué respuesta podemos
dar al mensaje del Bautista?

En la Carta de San Pablo a los Romanos (capitulo 15) encontramos
pautas muy utiles para preparar el camino del Sefior en nuestro corazoén.

Ademas, podemos pedirle al Espiritu Santo que nos llene de su fuerza
para amar y servir a los demas. Dios, que es siempre fiel, nos dara la
gracia necesaria para reformar nuestra vida de acuerdo con su voluntad.
