Readings for December 15

re you the one who is to come, or should we look for
another? (Matthew 11:3)

What a strange question, especially from John the
Baptist. Not only was John Jesus’ kinsman, but he had
baptized Jesus and seen the Spirit descend upon him. But
now that he is in prison and awaiting execution, John
seems uncertain. Was he wearied by suffering? Did he
need reassurance that he had not labored in vain? Or had
he heard rumors of plots to kill Jesus and couldn’t
conceive that God’s Messiah would suffer death? We just
don’t know.

But perhaps John wasn'’t uncertain at all. Maybe it was
all part of the plan. What if John was doing exactly what
he had always done: helping people recognize the
Messiah? Maybe his question wasn’t for himself but for
his disciples—to help them believe in Jesus.

John'’s time was short. Concerned for his followers, he
wouldn’t want them to fall away once he died. His mission
had always been to lead people to Jesus, and he was
determined to be faithful to that mission right up to the
very end. So it makes sense that before he died, John
would want his disciples to know for themselves that
Jesus was the Messiah. It makes sense that meeting Jesus
would persuade them far more than John’s words.

John's question resonates in our hearts too. Is Jesus
really who he says he is? Can we find joy in him no matter
what? Of course, we already have faith in Jesus, but don’t
we all need more? So John sends us to Jesus, along with
his disciples, so that we can hear and see him.

Today is Gaudete Sunday, a day to rejoice that the
Messiah is near. So when you see Jesus on the cross in
your church, when you hear him in his word and receive
him in Communion, echo John’s question: “Are you the
one my heart is searching for?” Try to quiet your heart,
and listen for his answer. Let him convince you of his love
and his grace. And then rejoice with him.

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THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT (December 15)

Readings for December 22
1 sk for a sign from the Lord. (Isaiah 7:11)

Things were looking bad for King Ahaz of Jerusalem.

He was barely holding back an attack from the armies
of Aram and Samaria. The situation became so desperate
that Ahaz decided to appeal to the king of Assyria for help. “I
am your servant and your son,” he wrote. “Come up and
rescue me” (2 Kings 16:7).

Hearing the news, the prophet Isaiah urged Ahaz to
reconsider. He knew that bowing to Assyria would mean
adopting the nation’s false idols and sinful traditions. “Ask
for a sign from the Lord,” he begged the king (Isaiah 7:11).
Let God help you.

But Ahaz refused. He didn’t want to risk God’s wrath by
seeming to dare God to prove himself. Besides, he thought,
God could not possibly be so good as to rescue him—
especially not after all the ways Ahaz had disobeyed him in
the past.

Like Ahaz, we too can fear that we have to deal with the
challenges of life all on our own. But God is always giving us
signs of his presence and his help. Some are subtle, like a
beautiful sunrise, and others are more obvious, like the
faithfulness of a friend. And then there’s the dramatic sign
that Isaiah gave Ahaz: “The virgin shall conceive, and bear a
son, and shall name him Emmanuel” (Isaiah 7:14).

Emmanuel. God-with-us. A living, breathing sign of
God’s love and protection. A personal, undeniable sign of
God’s commitment to his people. A promise that he has seen
our need and is ready to help if we turn to him.

At Mass today, you'll be surrounded by signs: statues, a
crucifix, an altar, and maybe a créche. And of course, the
greatest and most intimate of all signs: Jesus, present in the
form of bread and wine. He is a sign you not only see but
one you can taste and touch. He is the sign that redeems,
heals, and restores. So don’t be like Ahaz. Welcome this sign.
Take it into your heart and soul.

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The Sacrament of Reconciliation

What is Reconciliation and Why do we need it?

The Sacrament of Reconciliation (also called Confession) was instituted by Jesus Christ in His love and mercy
for the Christian Faithful. The sacrament offers the Faithful forgiveness for all offenses committed against God.
The Sacrament also reconciles us to the Church because the Church community is also wounded by one’s sins.

When we sin, we hurt ourselves, other people and God. Through the sacrament of reconciliation, we
acknowledge our sins before God and the Church. We express our sorrow, receive the forgiveness of Christ &
the Church, make reparation for what we have done and resolve to do better in the future.

How Do I Make a Meaningful Confession?

Confession is not hard, but one should properly prepare themselves for the sacrament through an examination
of conscience. Begin by placing yourself in the presence of God through prayer. Ask God, Our loving Father for
healing and forgiveness. Carefully review your life since your last confession- what thoughts, actions, words
have not conformed to God’s love, to His Law or to the laws of the Church? Here are some questions based on
the 10 Commandments to help you prepare:

e Do I pray to God every day? Have I thanked God for His gifts to me?

e Did I put my faith in danger through readings hostile to Catholic teachings or involvement in non-
Catholic sects? Did I engage in superstitious practices: palm-reading or fortune-telling?

e Did I take the name of God in vain? Did I curse or take a false oath?

e Did I miss Mass on Sundays or holy days of obligation through my own fault? Am I attentive at Mass?
Did I keep fast and abstinence on the prescribed days?

e Did I disobey my parents and lawful superiors in important matters?

e Did I hate or quarrel with anyone, or desire revenge? Did I refuse to forgive? Was I disrespectful?

e Did I get drunk? Did I take illicit drugs?

e Did I consent to, recommend, advise or actively take part in an abortion?

o Did I willfully look at pornography, entertain impure thoughts or engage in impure conversations? Did I
use artificial means to prevent conception?

e Was I unfaithful to my spouse? Did I engage in sexual activity outside of marriage?
Did I steal or damage another's property? Have I been honest and just in my business relations?

e Have I been responsive to the needs of the poor and respected the dignity of others?

e Did I tell lies? Did I sin by calumny, or detraction, of others? Did I judge others rashly in serious matters?

e Have I envied other people?

The Rite of Reconciliation: A Step by Step Guide

The sacrament can be face to face or anonymous with a screen between you and the priest. Choose the option
which is the most comfortable for you.

1. The priest gives you a blessing or greeting. He may share a brief Scripture passage.

2. Make the Sign of the Cross and say: “Bless me father, for I have sinned. My last confession was...” (give
the number of weeks, months, or years).

3. Confess all of your sins to the priest. The priest will help you to make a good confession. If you are
unsure about how to confess or you feel uneasy, just ask him to help you. Answer his questions without
hiding anything out of fear or shame. Nothing that you say to the priest will ever be revealed. Place your
trust in God, a merciful Father who wants to forgive you.

4. Following your confession of sins, say: “I am sorry for these and all of my sins.”

S. The priest assigns you a penance and offers advice to help you be a better Catholic.

6. Say an Act of Contrition, expressing your sorrow for your sins. There are several versions of the Act of
Contrition but a common one is: “God, I am heartily sorry for having offended you, and I detest all my
sins because I dread the loss of heaven and the pains of hell; but most of all because they offend you, my
God, who are all good and deserving of all my love. I firmly resolve with the help of your grace to confess
my sins, do penance, and to amend my life. Amen.”

7. The priest, acting in the person of Christ, then absolves you from your sins.

8. After you've left the Confessional or Reconciliation Room: Complete the penance you received.

El Sacramento de la Reconciliacion

¢ Qué es la Reconciliacion y Porque la necesitamos?

La Reconciliacién (también conocida como Confesion) es un sacramento instituido por Jesucristo en Su amor
y misericordia para ofrecer el perdén a los pecadores por las ofensas cometidas a Dios. Al mismo tiempo, los
pecadores se reconcilian con la Iglesia porque esta herida por sus pecados. Cada vez que pecamos, nos
herimos a nosotros mismos, a otras personas y a Dios. En la Reconciliacién, reconocemos nuestros pecados
ante Dios y Su Iglesia. Expresamos nuestro pesar de una manera especial, recibimos el perdén de Cristo y su
Iglesia, reparamos lo que hemos hecho y decidimos comportarnos mejor en el futuro.

¢Coémo hacer una buena confesion?

La confesion no es dificil pero requiere preparaciéon. Debemos empezar con una oraciéon, ubicindonos ante la
presencia de Dios, nuestro Padre Amado. Buscamos sanacién con el perdén, a través del arrepentimiento y
una decision de no pecar mas. Entonces revisamos nuestras vidas desde nuestra ultima confesion, buscando

nuestros pensamientos, palabras y acciones que no estuvieron conforme al mandamiento de Dios de amarlo a
él y a los demas por medio de la obediencia a sus leyes y las leyes de Su Iglesia. A esto se le llama examen de
conciencia. Para hacer un examen de conciencia: Comience con una oracion pidiendo la asistencia de Dios.

acciones o conversaciones impuras? ¢He usado cosas artificiales para prevenir la concepcion?

Ellos verdn la gloria del Sefior. (Isaias 35, 2)

Una forma en que podemos ver la “gloria” de Dios en el tiempo de
Adviento es reavivando nuestros instintos espirituales.

Todos nacimos con estos instintos, y el Espiritu Santo quiere
estimularlos dentro de nosotros todos los dias.

En primer lugar, todos tenemos instintos artisticos. Estos
instintos artisticos nos permiten apreciar una hermosa obra de
arte en un museo de la ciudad, la armoniosa cadencia de un
poema o el inspirador sonido de una sinfonia. Durante este
tiempo de Adviento, pidamosle al Espiritu Santo que nos ensefie a
apreciar la hermosura que yace en ese frio e incomodo pesebre en
el que naci6 Jesus. Imaginate la escena del pesebre, y mira lo que
sucede cuando contemplas al Nifio Jests envuelto en pafiales.

En segundo lugar, tenemos también
instintos contemplativos, aquellos que surgen cuando pensamos
detenidamente en alguna obra que Dios esté realizando.
(Recuerdas como Maria meditaba y guardaba en su corazoén todo
lo que sucedia en torno al nacimiento de Jests (Lucas 2, 19-51)?

Lucas que nos relatan la historia de la Navidad, nuestros instintos
espirituales se despiertan, y el Espiritu Santo nos da una nueva
vision del amor que el Sefior nos tiene.

Asi que hoy, cuando recibas la Eucaristia, imaginate que tu
mismo estas frente al pesebre. Luego reza: “Sefior, muéstrame tu
gloria.” Si sientes felicidad o un deseo de arrodillarte y dar gracias
a Dios o el impulso de acercarte a alguna persona que esta
sufriendo, toma esto como una senal de que el Espiritu Santo esta
despertando tus instintos espirituales.

Conforme estos instintos cobren vida, mas irdn influyendo en
la forma en que tu piensas y acttias. Tendras mas capacidad de
perdonar a otros y que incluso eres mas apacible, especialmente
en momentos de dificultad. Dios quiere que todos levantemos los
ojos hacia él y se despierten nuestros instintos. jLos tuyos
también!
