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The Children’s Faith Formation program at St. Matthew’s Cathedral exists to provide sacramental preparation for
First Reconciliation, First Eucharist, and Confirmation as well as ongoing faith formation for children who have
received these sacraments. It strives to communicate the Good News of Jesus Christ in the context of the beliefs and
practices of the Roman Catholic Church. The program presents the four fundamental themes of the Catechism of
the Catholic Church - Creed, Sacraments, Morality, and Prayer - in such a way that we learn to live the Gospel of
Jesus Christ.

When and where will classes be held during COVID-19?

Classes for grades 1 through 8 will be held weekly on Sunday mornings from 8:45 to 9:45am so families can watch the
livestream of the Cathedral’s 10am Mass on our YouTube channel. We will start the year using an online platform. We
will reassess the situation in December to determine the potential for returning to in-person classes at some point in
the Spring. Classes take place under the direction of the Rector of the Cathedral delegated to the Pastoral Associate for
Faith Formation. To allow for contactless distribution of the books, parents should order textbooks for each child’s
grade level to be shipped to their home.

When will we begin?

There is a parent-child-catechist orientation online meeting Sunday, September 27 from 8:45am to 9:45am. Once you
have registered, we will email you a link to access the classes. During the orientation meeting, we will describe how
the classes will be structured and what parents and students can expect during virtual learning. Please make sure to
include an email that you check frequently and that we can use to communicate during the semester. This email
should be a parental email and not a child’s account, because we will send communications only to parents and not
children via email.

How do I register my child(ren)?
